Guidelines for Members to comply with
Conditional Registration Schemes (CRS) for
Historic and Classic Vehicles

Transport for NSW (TfNSW) provides for two club-based schemes for such vehicles:

« Historic Vehicle Scheme (HVS), and,
« Classic Vehicle Scheme (CVS)

To be eligible for Conditional Registration:

e Historic motor vehicles must be 30 years of age or older as from the year of
manufacture, and as close to original as possible. As the registered operator of the
vehicle, you must be a member of a Transport for NSW recognised Historic Vehicle
Club. You will be asked to provide proof of club membership. (Note: PSCAA is a
recognised club).

e Classic motor vehicles must be 30 years of age or older as from the year of
manufacture, with modifications that can hold full registration. As the registered
operator of the vehicle, you must be a member of a club affiliated with an approved
organisation. You will be asked to provide proof of club membership.

(Note 1: PSCAA is affiliated with CMC — an approved organisation).

e For PSCAA-sponsored CRS, the vehicle must comply with the PSCAA Constitution
requirements (see page 1 of the Constitution “Definitions”), and be approved by the
PSCAA Committee.

PSCAA wishes to ensure that all members with CRS-registered vehicles are
aware of the procedures, requirements and obligations under the Transport for
NSW CRS regulations.

NOTE: The various forms you complete to effect registration of your Historic or Classic
vehicles asks you to nominate your Club Membership details — listing your Primary Club
first. The primary club is the club that approves your vehicle and stamps and signs the
vehicle off as complying with the relevant scheme.

Since the introduction of the CRS logbook system, only the Primary Club’s published
events are recognised as “club events” under the CRS rules. For any other events or
vehicle movements, including events conducted by “secondary clubs” that you may belong
to, you must complete an entry in the vehicle’s Log Book.

NOTE: Listing any other clubs could be confusing when registering the vehicle for
conditional registration. It is important that your vehicle’s Certificate of Approved
Operations recognises that PSCAA is your Primary Club. If your Primary Club is not
PSCAA, you can still go on PSCAA club runs but you must fill in the vehicle Logbook.

You must remain a financial member of your primary club, otherwise you risk being
deemed “unregistered and uninsured” should authorities check your status. PSCAA'’s
financial year runs from 15t November to 315t October. This is unlikely to coincide with your
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vehicle’s registration year, so please ensure you pay your membership fees prior to October
31st each year.

It is important to note that the PSCAA Constitution (Sections 21.7 and 21.8) allows for the
Committee to call upon any PSCAA Member bringing the Association into disrepute (eg, by
not abiding by these guidelines) to make a full written explanation to the Committee
concerning his/her alleged conduct. If the Committee is not satisfied with the member’s
explanation, then the Committee may vote to expel the member.

The CRS Registration Process for vehicles in the HVS and CVS

All vehicles operating under the HVS/CVS vehicle schemes must meet the conditions of
registration as detailed by TINSW in the following:

o Historic Vehicle — Conditional Registration Sheet - October 2025
o Classic Vehicle — Conditional Registration Sheet — September 2025

(see Appendix 1)

[Note: Obtaining CRS registration through PSCAA is dependent on approval and
acceptance of the vehicle by the PSCAA Committee, in accordance with the PSCAA
Constitution].

To register your Historic vehicle in the HVS, you must first obtain a “Pink Slip” from an
Authorised Inspection Scheme (AIS) Station, and then in conjunction with the PSCAA
CRS Registrar complete:

e Form 1259 — Historic Vehicle Declaration
(see Appendix 2)

To register you Modified vehicle in the CVS, you must first obtain an Engineering
Certification (ECS or VSCCS) if necessary, then a “Blue Slip” from an Authorised
Inspection Scheme (AIS) Station, and then in conjunction with the PSCAA CRS
Registrar complete:

e Form 1835 — Classic Vehicle Declaration

e (and) Council of Motor Clubs (CMC) Checklist of Requirements of the
Classic Vehicle Scheme (CVS)
(see Appendix 3)

These two forms must then be sent to the CMC for approval PRIOR to submitting to the
TINSW for registration.

The PSCAA CRS Registrar will assist you in the process — including submission of CVS
documentation to the Council of Motor Clubs (CMC) for approval prior to being
presented to TINSW. Once the above forms are completed and approved, they are to
be submitted to TINSW. For initial registration of a HVS or CVS vehicle, TINSW will
require you to complete:

e Form 1246 — Application for Conditional Registration
(see Appendix 4)

NOTE: This form is NOT required for subsequent Registration Renewals with the same
club.

Once the “red tape” is completed and your vehicle is registered under the CRS scheme,
you will receive a number of documents from Transport for NSW which MUST BE
carried in the vehicle at all times:

o Certificate of Approved Operations — It is a legal requirement to carry this in
the vehicle at all times; without it you deemed to be driving an unregistered
vehicle. Saying it's at home and you can bring it to the station will not work.
(See Appendix 5)

e Historic and Classic Vehicle Logbook — which specifies the Registered Club
who sponsored your CRS registration, and your vehicle details including Plate
Number, VIN, Make, Model etc. This must also be carried in the vehicle at all
times, and an entry completed for all vehicle movements that are NOT PSCAA
Club Events.

(see Appendix 6)

PSCAA will issue you with a Club Membership Card (one for each CRS-registered
vehicle) confirming that you are a financial member of PSCAA for the current club year
(15t November to 315t October):

e Itis recommended that you carry the Club Membership Card in your vehicle as
proof that you are “a member of a Transport for NSW recognised Historic Vehicle
Club” in the Historic Vehicle Scheme, or “a financial member of a club affiliated
with an approved organisation” in the Classic Vehicle Scheme.

(see Appendix 7)

Other documents that are Handy to Have in your CRS-registered vehicle, and/or may
provide mitigating evidence if questioned by authorities:

e A copy of “Historic and Classic Vehicle Log Book and Club Runs — Fact Sheet”
issued by TINSW.
(see Appendix 8)

e A copy of PSCAA current Monthly Events sheet.
(see Appendix 9)

e Afolder to keep all the documents in one place, and a pen. There are many
available for specific makes of vehicle, or just a general folder.

* A Farm Firefighting Vehicle requires an inspection report from an AIS examiner.

* A Street Rod Declaration (Form 1309) and an inspection report is required for street rods.

* A Historic Vehicle Declaration (Form 1259) is required for historic vehicles.

+ A Classic Vehicle Declaration (Form 1835) is required for classic vehicles.

* ARally Vehicle Declaration (Form 1705) is required for rally vehicles.

* A\Vehicle Suitable for Safe Use Declaration (Form 1245) is required for items of plant and all other vehicles not mentioned.

A log book allows you to uss vehicles registered under the Historic and Classic Vishicle Schemes for up to 60
days par year for mamntanance and persanal use {genaral use), outside of club-arganised avents

Ench day of general use must be recorded in the log bock.

Who must fill in the log book?
A person responsible for the vehicle can fill in the log book. Only one log baok entry is required per day, even
if thare are multiple drivers.

The daily antry expires ac midnight on the day of the log book antry.

The person making the entry in the log book must write thair full name and sgnatura each time.

It must be
carred i the vehicle whenever Itis in use, including when using the log book and during ciub organsed
avants. As with the log book. tha certificate of appravad oparations for tralers of caravans that are ragisterad
undar tha Historic Vehicle Schame must also ba carried.
